Last year’s joint effort resulted in
overwhelming interest and one of the highest turnouts for either event.

The Youth Conference includes a resource fair, connecting youth to beneficial service providers,
information, resources, and organizations in the community.

This year's lunch entertainment includes a special appearance by the One Tribe Anti-Bullying
Flash Mob, which is a group of young non-violence advocates who have created an upbeat
choreographed dance to raise awareness against bullying.
