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The Cabrillo Economic Development Corporation’s work continued at a brisk pace in 2010 including community building efforts, 
homeowner services and affordable home development, as we looked forward to celebrating our 30th year of service to the 
community in 2011.  Low prices of homes produced an attractive market for homebuyers in Ventura and Santa Barbara counties, 
rivaling the affordability of homes in 1999 and 2000.  But rising unemployment, loss of jobs particularly in the agricultural sector, 
and the uncertainty surrounding California’s $18 billion budgetary shortfall have added to the economic challenges of bank 
closings and unavailable credit for the population CEDC serves. Still, CEDC is well-positioned to respond to the changing economy 
and housing market as it continues to navigate through the worst economic downturn the industry has faced.

Please look through these pages to see what we accomplished in 2010. The highlights include assisting 100 residents (adults and 
youth) in completing leadership development training on topics related to violence prevention efforts, school safety initiatives, 

community gardens and advocacy organizing efforts; and 
building a playground in Piru. We also completed construction 
on 29 homes at Central Station in Fillmore and started 
construction on six new projects totaling 259 homes. CEDC’s 
NeighborWorks® HomeOwnership Centers in both Ventura 
and Santa Maria served 2,448 community members with 
homeownership counseling, education and home loan services.

On behalf of everyone at CEDC, we appreciate your support 
of our work as we accomplish more great things in 2011 and 
celebrate our 30th anniversary with gusto.
